Bracklesham Barn is a contemporary community venue 
in Bracklesham, with facilities to cater for private and 
corporate functions and where our Parish Council office 
is located. 

The venue is hired by local sports clubs, groups and 
societies to offer a rich variety of activities to the local 
community.

The building has been constructed to a very high 
specification with a large and attractive main hall with 
a stage, a community room which can be subdivided, 
a commercial kitchen and extensive changing 
facilities and is home to The Witterings Football Club. 
Bracklesham Barn also benefits from a Changing Places 
Toilet fitted in 2023.

Although this hall serves as a busy meeting place for 
the immediate community in Bracklesham and the 
Witterings, we warmly welcome visitors and users from 
Chichester, West Sussex and beyond.

Community Support Hub 

Over the last few months, we 
have been working with SCF and 
established groups to develop 
Information and Help Hubs across 
the Manhood Peninsula. We are 
pleased to announce SCF will 
launch at Bracklesham Barn. From 
Thursday 7th November between 
2-4pm the hub will be available, 
once a month. 

It will:

• Provide information and links 
with different organisations

• Enable people to access 
entitlements such as 
attendance allowance/Blue 
Badges/PIP/Council Tax 
Disregard etc

• Guidance through health and 
social care services

• Offer Later Life planning 
services

Some enquiries will be quick to 
resolve, in certain circumstances 
an outreach service will be 
offered. We will be working 
closely with the Community 
Warden, Care Providers 
Witterings Medical Practice, 
Local Churches, Chichester 

District Council, East Wittering 
and Bracklesham Parish Council. 
Opportunities will arise to develop 
various information sessions 
with key speakers such as Scam 
Awareness/Dementia Friend 
Sessions/Financial Planning for 
Care Costs. 

In time, volunteers will also be 
required to offer some of these 
services. Training will be given, 
mileage paid, and DBS checks 
carried out.

Understanding the Role of 
Your Parish Council and Councillors

The Parish Council is the first tier of 
local government and plays a vital role in 

representing the interests of the community. As 
your most local form of government, the Parish 

Council works to improve the quality of life and well-
being of everyone in the parish, ensuring that local views 
and needs are heard and acted upon.

What Does the Parish Council Do?

Parish Councils have a wide range of powers and 
responsibilities, covering areas such as local amenities and 
environmental initiatives. While the specifics may vary 
between councils, the primary responsibilities often include:

• Maintaining and improving local facilities such as 
parks, play areas, and village halls. This might involve 
overseeing the upkeep of open spaces, arranging 
for the installation of new equipment, or making 
improvements to local footpaths and community areas.

• Here are some examples of the facilities EWBPC 
maintains: Bracklesham Barn, Bracklesham Park, 
Bracklesham Playpark and outdoor gym. Downview 
Pavilion, Downview Open space and Playpark, the solar 
street lighting at Downview.  Booker Green.  Public 
seats and benches in various locations across the 
villages.  The Bus Shelter on Stocks Lane. The Village 
Clock. The Village Entrance Signs. The Speed Indicator 
Device on Bracklesham Lane and Riparian Ditch 
maintenance.

• Supporting community events and initiatives that foster 
a sense of community and inclusion. Parish Councils 
often provide funding or logistical support for events 
such as local festivals, fetes, or environmental projects.

• EWBPC will be hosting at least 2 events per year 
including a summer picnic and a Christmas Light 
Parade. As well as a monthly Community Cinema. 
Please keep a watch on our notice boards, website and 
social media pages for more exciting information.

• Managing budgets and allocating funding for various 
local services, ensuring that money is spent wisely to 
meet the needs of the community. The Parish Council 
sets a portion of your council tax, known as the 
precept, to fund these services.

• EWBPC uses its precept to fund the facilities 
listed above as well as to contribute towards 
The Community Warden, the mobile tip and 
the Youth Worker.  We also provide additional 
grass cutting, street lighting and bin emptying 
services to complement those provided by 
Chichester District Council and West Sussex 
County Council.

• Acting as a voice for the community in 
discussions with higher levels of government. 
Parish Councils are often consulted on 
planning applications however we can only 
make recommendations on matters that affect 
the local area, Parish Councils do not have 
any authority to make decisions on planning 
applications.

• Engaging with residents to understand their 
concerns and working to address issues such as 
traffic, parking, and environmental sustainability.

The Role of Parish Councillors

Parish Councillors are community members chosen 
to voice the opinions and needs of local residents.  
They are unpaid volunteers dedicated to enhancing 
our neighbourhood.  Usually, they serve for four 
years, but if a councillor resigns, a vacancy can 
occur.

Councillors are crucial in helping the Parish Council 
understand what the community requires, allowing 
for informed decision making.

How Can You Get Involved?

The Parish Council is here to serve you, and we 
encourage all residents to get involved in shaping 
the future of our community. You can attend Parish 
Council meetings, which are open to the public, or 
contact your local councillors to raise concerns or 
suggest ideas for improvement.

If you are passionate about making a difference and 
would like to contribute directly to the decisions 
that affect your community, you might also 
consider standing as a Parish Councillor. No formal 
qualifications are required - just a commitment to 
working in the best interests of the parish.

However, you do not have to become a Parish 
Councillor to help within our community, if you have 
a few hours to spare and would be interested in a 
volunteer role then please get in touch.

Together, the Parish Council, councillors and 
volunteers work to ensure that our community 
continues to be a great place to live, work and visit.

Our Parish Council meetings are held on the 
2nd Thursday of each month (except August) at 
7.00pm at Bracklesham Barn. Everyone is welcome 
to attend.  We also post regular updates on our 
webpage www.ewbpc.org.uk and on our social 
media channels.

Thank you to all our residents for your continued 
support and involvement in these projects.
